Free peoples in this world face an emerging threat of cataclysmic proportions in what I call the ”Red-Green Alliance”; that is, the coalition of Communists and Islamists.  Our enemies seek nothing less than the destruction of our faith, our culture, our way of life, and if necessary our children.  They are the kind of enemies with whom there is no compromise.  Their fanaticism will not allow it, and neither will our need to survive.

Nowhere is this threat more pronounced than in South Asia.  I have been warning people about this ever since we discovered how Nepalese Maoists provided safe havens for Al Qaeda forces on the run from coalition troops.

I was in India this February, and there was a terrorist attack on your country every day I was there by either Islamists or Maoists.  I came to meet the Bangladeshi Hindus; people who fled the horrors of ethnic cleansing to find shelter in the world’s largest Hindu country.  But instead of being helped, they are treated like animals, deprived of aid, deprived of a legal status, even deprived of protection against continued attacks.  As I told a group of reporters who interviewed me during my stay, “If I were an Indian Hindu, I would be ashamed that an American Jew had to come here to defend the Bangladeshi Hindus.”  
I said that not to condemn a great people, whom I consider my most natural allies and brothers but to emphasize that the terrorists might not be our most dangerous enemies.  For they represent nothing more than a minority of Indians, and an even smaller minority among the world’s population.  Alone, they would be as pin pricks; nothing more.

But our enemies have an ally, it seems, in our own inaction; inaction that takes many forms, both well-intentioned and corrupt.  We know that West Bengali leaders have allowed Bangladeshi Muslims to infiltrate their state and change the demographics along the critical East-West Bengal border; and we know that the major force driving their inaction has been corruption—blood money.  Hand in hand with that are directives that come down from politburos in every South Asian country, not to mention the Chinese consulate in Kolkata and other cities.  We know that the politicians in New Delhi are paralyzed with fear; fear of losing the Muslim vote bank, or the communist votes that Congress needs to stay in power.  And there are those who do not act because they naively believe that we really can live in harmony with radical Islamists.

But we DO know the reality of the danger; and so we MUST act!  The only questions before us are how, when, and where.
My own preference is to take some sort of dramatic and public action on behalf of our persecuted brothers and sisters:  the Bangladeshi Hindus.  Lately, West Bengal’s CPIM has suffered some severe political reverses and might not be in a strong position to take a public stand against those who are fighting for the refugees’ freedom.  Moreover, our friends have been working with the refugees for months, and we believe that they have never been stronger.  Things are changing, and if we do not seize the opportunity to help those who have been victimized, we might lose the chance forever, as philosophies of pseudo-secularism and Muslim appeasement fill the breach that we leave empty.
There are so many ways to help:  bring clothing or food, help build schools or homes, dig sanitary canals, and stand by their side to fend off Islamist attackers or Communist manipulators.  There is effective action to take in Delhi, as well; and in Washington,  where I will continue raising the issue until people recognize not only the horror of this genocide in waiting, but also the threat it poses to every man, woman, and child in the United States.

But WHAT we do is not nearly as important as the fact that we DO SOMETHING.

After the Second World War, when social scientists and philosophers were pouring over the charred bodies of my Jewish brethren in Europe, most of them said that the Nazis were not the REAL cause of the atrocities.  It was more the silence and inaction of the far more numerous “good Europeans.”  The same fate could be lurking for the Hindus of Bangladesh.  I for one, will not stand by idly and allow it to happen; and I ask that my brothers and sisters here today stand with us.
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
